According to Prime Minister Netanyahu, Israel was one of
the first countries to control its borders. It secures its borders
through effective fencing and other tactical infrastructure,
technology, and manpax. This report highlights the
characteristics of the fencing Israel has constructed to secure its
nation, including the Nitzana Security Fence aldad43mile
border withEgyptand the West Bank Barrier East Jerusalem.
