(1) CORE-BASED STATISTICAL AREA.—The
term ‘“‘core-based statistical area” has the meaning
eiven the term by the Office of Management and
Budget in the Notice of Decision entitled 2010
Standards  for  Delineating  Metropolitan — and
Micropolitan Statistical Areas”, published in the
Federal Register on June 28, 2010 (75 Fed.
